AND NOW, this 4th  day of June, 2024, pursuant to Article V, Section 10 of the 
Constitution of Pennsylvania, and in the interests justice and efficient administration pursuant to 
Pa.R.J.A. No. 103(a)(3),

IT IS ORDERED that Rule 509 of the Rules of Judicial Administration is amended in 
the attached form.   

This ORDER shall be processed in accordance with Pa.R.J.A. No. 103(b), and shall be 
effective immediately.

Additions to the rule are shown in bold and are underlined.
Deletions from the rule are shown in bold and brackets.

Rule 509. Access to Financial Records.
(a) General policy. Financial records of the Unified Judicial System are presumed to be 

open to any member of the public for inspection or copying during established business hours. 
The term ‘‘financial records’’ is defined as any account, contract, invoice or equivalent dealing 
with: 1) the receipt or disbursement of funds appropriated to the system; or 2) acquisition, use or 
disposal of services, supplies, materials, equipment or property secured through funds appropri-
ated to the system.

(b) Accessibility. All financial records are accessible to the public except the following:
(1) any part of a record setting forth information to which access is otherwise restricted 

by federal law, state law, court rule, court order or court policy;
(2) any part of a record setting forth a person’s social security number, home address, 

home telephone number, date of birth, operator’s license number, e-mail address, or other per-
sonal information;

(3) any part of a record setting forth the address of a judge’s chambers or office 
located outside a judicial facility;

([3]4) any part of a record setting forth financial institution account numbers, credit 
card numbers, personal identification numbers (PINs) and passwords used to secure accounts;

([4]5) any part of a record setting forth information presenting a risk to personal secu-
rity, personal privacy, or the fair, impartial and orderly administration of justice, as determined by

1. Counsel shall promptly notify the dep-
uty clerk to each judge before whom 
he/she has a case listed upon becoming 
attached for trial in another court.  To be 
accorded recognition, a busy slip, using the 
designated form, MUST be filed in Room

becomes attached.
2. Cases in the trial pools do not necessari-
ly appear in the order in which they will be 
called. Counsel should therefore be ready 
to begin trial upon receiving telephone call 
notice, subject to the following:
(a)  Counsel whose cases are in the pools 
will be given 48 hours’ notice, if feasible, 
but not less than 24 hours notice to ready 
for trial with witnesses.
(b)  It is counsel’s responsibility to check 
with each judge’s deputy clerk on the 
status and movement of criminal and civil 
cases in that judge’s pool.

Consideration of the July 11, 2024 “Application 
for Relief” filed by pro se Appellant Valeri 
Tsuladze, the application is Denied as prema-
ture, and Appellant is Directed to raise the 
issues in the appellate brief.

In Re: Appeal Of Janyce Manis Appeal Of: 
Janyce Manis; 1600 EDA 2024; Consideration 
of the notice of appeal and docketing state-
ment filed by pro se Appellant Janyce Manis, 
Appellant appeals from the April 25, 2024 
order denying her appeal from the adjudication 
of the Bureau of Administrative Adjudication 
(BAA). The BAA, a city agency, and the City of 
Philadelphia are named parties to this action. 
The Commonwealth Court has exclusive juris-
diction over appeals from final orders of com-
mon pleas courts concerning actions against a 
local government entity.

Com. v. McKay; 204 EDA 2024; Appellant’s 
application to reinstate appeal, postmarked 
July 12, 2024, following this Court’s April 16, 
2024 Order granting Appellant’s application to 
discontinue appeal and remitting the certified 
record to the court of common pleas, is Denied 
As Untimely.

Block v. Carp; 1666 EDA 2024; Review of the 
notice of appeal, the notice’s certificate of ser-
vice, and the court of common pleas docket, this 
Court observes that the names on the certificate 
of service do not match the parties or attorneys 
listed on the docket for Montgomery County 
civil docket number 2021-24224. Namely, the 
following parties currently listed as Appellees 
on this Court’s docket, based on Appellant’s 
certificate of service, do not appear as par-
ties on the court of common pleas docket at 
2021-24224.

Com. v. Jimenez; 1203 EDA 2024; Appellant’s 
July 23, 2024 application to reinstate appeal, 
the application is Granted. This Court’s July 22, 
2024 dismissal Order is Vacated, and the above-
captioned appeal is Reinstated. Appellant shall 
file the Pa.R.A.P. 3517 docketing statement 
within fourteen (14) days of the date of this 
Order. Failure to file the docketing statement 
within fourteen days shall result in re-dismissal 
of the appeal, without warning.

Clemmons v. Lehr; 1603 EDA 2024; consid-
eration of the notice of cross-appeal and the 
docketing statement filed by Appellants Randy 
Lehr and Ecore International, Inc., the appeal is 
taken from, among other things, the judgment 
purportedly entered on April 16, 2024. The 
notice of appeal filed in the above-captioned 
appeal is identical to the notice of appeal filed 
in the related appeal at 1475 EDA 2024. In the 
docketing statement, Appellants indicate that 
they filed only a single notice of cross-appeal, 
but that the same notice of cross-appeal appears 
to have been docketed for a second time with 
this Court in error. As such, it appears that the 
above-captioned appeal is duplicative of the 
appeal at 1475 EDA 2024.

Delaware County Housing Authority 
v. Ramsey;; 2794 EDA 2023; Appellant 
Britney Ramsey purports to appeal from the 
order entered September 29, 2023, deny-
ing Appellant’s Motion for Reconsideration. 
The order appealed from is not a final order. 
Pa.R.A.P.341(b)(1) (stating final order dis-
poses of all claims and all parties); see also 
McCutcheon v. Philadelphia Elec. Co., 788 
A.2d 345, 349 (Pa. 2002) (providing appeal 
properly lies from final order unless otherwise 
permitted by rule or statute). Further, an order 
denying reconsideration is not reviewable on 
appeal. Huntington Nat. Bank v. K - Cor, Inc., 
107 A.3d 783, 787 (Pa. Super. 2014) (noting 
refusal of trial court to reconsider, rehear, or 
permit reargument not reviewable on appeal).

1212 Ludlow Limited Partnership v. Lerner; 
1429 EDA 2024; Appellant, Nathan Lerner, 
defendant below, appeals from the April 
23, 2024 entry of default judgment against 
Appellant. A default judgment “is not instan-
taneously final, and the party against whom 
the judgment was entered cannot immediately 
appeal to this Court.”

Prah-Ruger v. Ruger; 1715 EDA 2024; The trial 
court docket reflected that while Appellant was 
still represented by counsel, Enrico Pagnanelli, 
Esquire, Appellant filed the above-captioned 
Notice of Appeal pro se and on July 10, 2024, 
Appellant filed a completed docketing statement 
pro se. These pro se filings violate the rules pre-

cluding hybrid representation. Accordingly, it is 
hereby Ordered that the Prothonotary of this 
Court Renistate Appellant’s July 10, 2024 pro 
se completed docketing statement.

Yaron v. Berger Development, LP; 1486 EDA 
2024; Appellant, Harrise Yaron, additional 
defendant below, appeals from the May 14, 
2024 order that included a determination of 
finality pursuant to Pa.R.A.P. 341(c) of the April 
30, 2024 order that dismissed Appellant from 
the case and entered judgment in her favor.

Grate v. Mann; 1663 EDA 2024; Appeal has been 
taken from the May 31, 2024 order that denied 
Appellant’s motion for correction of records 
regarding appeal at No. 955 EDA 2024. Since 
the May 31, 2024 Order did not appear to be 
appealable in light of the fact that at 955 EDA 
2024 this Court addressed Appellant’s similar 
petition to correct the record and the petition 
was denied1 and moreover, on July 10, 2024, 
this Court received correspondence from the 
Honorable Ourania Papademetriou that asserts 
the motion for correction of records appears 
to have identical issues asserted by Appellant’s 
petition to correct the record that was filed in 
the Superior Court and denied by the Superior 
Court in an order dated May 25, 2024. On July 
11, 2024, this Court entered a show cause order 
directing Appellant to respond as to this Court’s 
jurisdiction over the May 31st order and to 
show cause why this Court should not sanction 
Appellant for filing yet another frivolous appeal 
pursuant to Pa.R.A.P. 27442 after this Court 
cautioned Appellant at 1287 EDA 2024.

Com. v. Lerner; 1428 EDA 2024; Appellant, 
Nathan Lemer, defendant below, appeals from 
the April 23, 2024 entry of default judgment 
against Appellant. A default judgment “is not 
instantaneously final, and the party against 
whom the judgment was entered cannot imme-
diately appeal to this Court.” Est. of Considine 
v. Wachovia Bank, 966 A.2d 1148, 1152 (Pa. 
Super. 2009). “Rather, the proper procedure for 
a party who wishes to contest a default judg-
ment is to file with the trial court a petition 
either to strike or open the default judgment.”

Com. v. Rodriguez; 2379 EDA 2023; 
Consideration of the June 23, 2024, and 
July 26, 2024, applications of Appellant, 
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, for extension 
of time to file Brief, the applications are hereby 
Granted. No further extensions will be granted. 
Appellant’s Brief shall be filed on or before 
August 7, 2024.

1212 Ludlow Limited Partnership v. Lerner; 
1427 EDA 2024; Appellant, Nathan Lerner, 
defendant below, appeals from the November 
21, 2023 order that denied his motion for 
reconsideration or, alternatively, petition for 
leave to file an interlocutory appeal. In his 
docketing statement, Appellant states that the 
order is neither a final order nor an inter-
locutory order appealable as of right; however, 
Appellant fails to identify the specific rule or 
statute governing the order’s appealability.

Manna v. Manna; 994 EDA 2024; Consideration 
of the notice of appeal and docketing state-
ment filed by pro se Appellant Kedecia Manna, 
Appellant purports to appeal from the February 
29, 2024, order that Appellant claims was 
entered on the docket on March 3, 2024. The 
trial court docket reflects that no order was 
entered on March 3, 2024. Pa.R.Civ.P. 236 
Notice of the February 29, 2024, order was 
issued that same day: February 29, 2024. The 
February 29, 2024, order vacated several default 
judgments and consolidated several trial court 
dockets. Generally, appeals may be taken only 
from final orders. Pa.R.A.P. 341(a). A final order 
must dispose of all claims and all parties.

1212 Ludlow Limited Partnership v. Lerner; 
1481 EDA 2024; Consideration of the July 22, 
2024 “Petition for Extension of Time to File 
Nunc Pro Tunc Cause Why Appeals Should 
Not Be Quashed,” docketed as “Application 
for Extension of Time to File Non-Brief,” filed 
by pro se Appellant, Nathan Lerner, wherein 
Appellant asks this Court for a 30-day extension 
to file a response to this Court’s show-cause 
order, and considering this Court did not issue 
a show-cause order at the above-captioned 
appeal, the application is Denied.

Xu v. Kingly Enterprises, LLC; 1581 EDA 
2024; Consideration of the notice of appeal and 
docketing statement filed by pro se Appellant, 
Li Rong Xu, plaintiff below, Appellant appeals 
from the March 26, 2024 order denying 
Appellant’s miscellaneous petition.

Com. v. Flacks; 2089 EDA 2023; The application 
of Appellee, Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, 
for extension of time to file Brief, the applica-
tion is hereby Granted. Appellee’s Brief filed 
July 3, 2024, is considered timely filed.

Attard v. Connolly; 561 EDA 2024; Appellant 
Ronald Connolly appeals from the February 
1, 2024 entry of default judgment against 
Appellant. First, a default judgment is not 
instantly final, and a party cannot immedi-
ately appeal the entry of default judgment and, 
instead, must petition to strike or open default 
judgment. Estate of Considine v. Wachovia 
Bank, 966 A.2d 1148, 1152 (Pa. Super. 2009);

Rule *5101. Protocols to Mark, Inventory, Store and Retain Exhibits, Physical Evidence and 
Electronic Evidence Offered During Trials and Evidentiary Hearings in the Philadelphia 

Court of Common Pleas.
(a) General Rule. In accordance with Pa.R.J.A. 5101, counsel and unrepresented parties 

shall present all exhibits, physical evidence and electronic evidence used and offered during trials 
or evidentiary hearings, which shall be inventoried, filed, and retained as provided in this rule.

(b) Custody of Exhibits During Court Proceedings. The tipstaff or other court 
staff designated by the presiding judge shall be the custodian of exhibits pursuant to 
Pa.R.J.A. 5102. The custodian shall secure and maintain all exhibits presented to the court 
during the proceedings, including during breaks and recesses.

(c) Documentary Evidence. Counsel and unrepresented parties may pre-mark 
exhibits. When possible, all documentary exhibits such as letters and reports should be 
8-1/2 x 11 size. For oversized documentary evidence, see subsection (d)

(d) Physical evidence. Physical evidence and oversized exhibits must be photographed 
by the proponent, converted to letter sized pdf and appropriately marked and produced during the 
trial or evidentiary hearing. Unless otherwise provided by the presiding judge, at the conclusion of 
the trial or evidentiary hearing, physical evidence shall be returned to the police in criminal cases 
and to counsel in civil cases for safekeeping as required by any applicable retention schedule, stat-
ute, rule, regulation, or policy, or until further order of cour:t.

(e) Electronic Evidence. Electronic evidence, including audio or video exhibits, must 
be produced by the proponent on a USB drive, CD/DVD, or other medium specified by the pre-
siding judge or Office of Judicial Records.

(f) Confidential Documents. Confidential documents offered as exhibits shall be pro-
duced with a Confidential Document form as provided by the Public Access Policy of the Unified Judicial 
System of Pennsylvania: Case Records of the Appellate and Trial Courts (UJS Case Records Policy) as 
provided in Phila.R.J.A. No. *401. Confidential Documents are not accessible by the public.

(g) Confidential Information. Documents offered as exhibits which contain confi-
dential information listed in the UJS Case Records Policy shall be produced in a Redacted Format. 
All confidential information will be contained on the confidential information sheet which is not 
accessible by the public.

(h) Sealed Documents. Any documents the presiding judge deems necessary to seal 
will not be accessible by the public. Exhibits that are ordered sealed cannot be electronically filed. 
They can be given to the tipstaff or other court staff designated by the presiding judge and will be 
manually uploaded or kept and sealed from the public view.

(i) Exhibit List. At the conclusion of the trial or evidentiary hearing, designated court 
staff shall inventory all exhibits and evidence, whether documentary, physical, electronic, audio, 
video or otherwise, and whether admitted or marked for identification. Any oversized exhibit, 
physical evidence or visual evidence not previously converted to letter size pdf format as provided 
in subsection (d) shall be photographed and/or converted to pdf letter size and marked. Each 
Exhibit and piece of evidence shall be clearly marked and placed on the Exhibit List which shall be 
reviewed and approved by the presiding judge, filed of record and copies provided to all parties no 
later than five days following the conclusion of the trial or evidentiary hearing. When submitting 
or uploading Exhibit Lists and Exhibits, Counsel and unrepresented parties shall certify compli-
ance with this rule by including the following language:

I certify that this filing is in compliance with Philadelphia Rule of Judicial 
Administration No. *5101 and all files submitted with this transaction were introduced as evidence 
during trial or other evidentiary hearing.

(1) After Court Proceedings. Exhibits and evidence shall be made part of the record as 
follows:

(1) Trial Division:
a. Civil Section: within five (5) days of the conclusion of the trial or evidentiary hearing, 

counsel for each proponent of the exhibits and evidence shall upload their documentary exhibits 
through the Electronic Filing System and, if not already done, provide to the Office of Judicial 
Records a USB drive, or CD/DVD with audio or video evidence, as provided in this rule. The 
Office of Judicial Records shall either upload the contents of any USB drive or CD/DVD to a 
documentary-evidentiary program, or retain any USB drive, or CD/DVD as required by Pa.R.J.A. 
5101-5103 until further order of court.

b. Criminal Section: within five (5) days of the conclusion of the trial or evidentiary 
hearing, counsel for each proponent of the exhibits and evidence shall upload their documentary 
exhibits through the Electronic Filing System and, if not already done, provide to the Office of 
Judicial Records a USB drive, or CD/DVD with audio or video evidence, as provided in this rule. 
The Office of Judicial Records shall either upload the contents of any USB drive or CD/DVD to a 
documentary-evidentiary program, or retain any USB drive, or CD/DVD as required by Pa.R.J.A. 
5101-5103 until further order of court.

c. Self-represented Parties: at the conclusion of the trial or evidentiary hearing, the 
tipstaff or other designated court staff pursuant to subsection (b) shall take possession of all exhib-
its and any USB drive or CD/DVD proffered by self-represented Parties and shall deliver them 
to the Office of Judicial Records which shall convert all documentary evidence to PDF format 
and stored in a documentary-evidentiary program as required by Pa.R.J.A. 5101-5103, or upload 
the contents of any USB drive or CD/DVD to a documentary-evidentiary program and/or retain 
any USB drive or CD/DVD as required by required by Pa.RJ.A. 5101-5103 until further order of 
court.

(2) Family Court: Pursuant to 5104(b), proceedings before hearing officers in divorce, 
custody, support, delinquency, and dependency matters are excluded from this Rule.

a. Dependency matters: at the conclusion of the trial or evidentiary hearing, the tipstaff 
or other designated court staff pursuant to subsection (b) shall take possession of the exhibits and 
evidence and upload the documentary exhibits through the electronic filing system and provide to 
the Clerk of Family Court any USB drive, or CD/DVD with audio or video evidence, as provided 
in this rule. The Clerk of Family Court shall either upload the contents of any USB drive or CD/
DVD to a documentary-evidentiary program, or retain any USB drive, or CD/DVD as required by 
Pa.R.J.A. 5101-5103 until further order of court.

b. Adoption matters: at the conclusion of the trial or evidentiary hearing, the tipstaff 
or other designated court staff pursuant to subsection (b) shall take possession of the exhibits and 
evidence and upload the documentary exhibits through the electronic filing system and provide to 
the Clerk of Family Court any USB drive, or CD/DVD with audio or video evidence, as provided 
in this rule. The Clerk of Family Court shall either upload the contents of any USB drive or CD/
DVD to a documentary-evidentiary program, or retain any USB drive, or CD/DVD as required by 
Pa.R.J.A. 5101-5103 until further order of court.

c. Delinquency Matters: at the conclusion of the trial or evidentiary hearing, the Office 
of Judicial Records shall take possession of all exhibits and any USB drive or CD/DVD, shall 
upload the documentary exhibits through the electronic filing system and shall either upload the 
contents of any USB drive or CD/DVD to a documentary-evidentiary program, or retain any USB 
drive, or CD/DVD as required by Pa.RI.A. 5101-5103 until further order of court.

d. Adult Criminal matters in Family Court: See section (j)(1)b.
e. Domestic Relations matters: at the conclusion of the trial or evidentiary hearing, 

the tipstaff or other designated court· staff pursuant to subsection (b) shall take possession of all 
exhibits and any USB drive or CD/DVD proffered, and shall deliver them to the Clerk of Family 
Court, which shall convert all documentary evidence to PDF format and stored in a documentary
evidentiary program as required by Pa.R.J.A. 5101-5103, or upload the contents of any USB drive 
or CD/DVD to a documentary-evidentiary program and/or retain any USB drive or CD/DVD as 
required by required by Pa.RJ.A. 5101-5103 until further order of court.

(3) Orphans’ Court: within five (5) days of the conclusion of the trial or evidentiary 
hearing, counsel for each proponent of the exhibits and evidence shall send their Exhibit List and 
exhibits to the electronic mail address instructed by the presiding judge to be attached to an Order 
and Decree entered by court.

AND NOW, this 29th day of May, 2024, pursuant to Article V, Section 10 of the 

Constitution of Pennsylvania and in the interests of justice and efficient administration pursuant to 
Pa.R.J.A. 103(a)(3), 

IT IS ORDERED that, in accordance with Section 203-F(i)(3) of Act 34 of 2023, and in 
response to the submission of the Indigent Defense Advisory Committee (IDAC) as approved by 
the Pennsylvania Commission on Crime and Delinquency (PCCD), preliminary standards for the 
delivery of effective indigent defense services in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania are adopted 
in the attached form.

These preliminary standards are adopted solely for the purpose of providing guidance to 
IDAC and PCCD regarding Indigent Defense Grant Program applications submitted in fiscal year 
2023-24. 

These preliminary standards are aspirational in nature. Adoption of these preliminary 
standards is not a determination of the constitutionality of Act 34, or any of its provisions, under 
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the Pennsylvania Constitution or the Constitution of the United States, and does not create or 
determine any legal rights.    

This ORDER shall be processed in accordance with Pa.R.J.A. 103(b), and shall be effec-
tive immediately. 

STANDARD 1: Funding, Structure, and Oversight
Where county case volume allows, indigent defense should be a mixed system: primarily 

dedicated public defender offices, augmented by additional Court Appointed/Conflict Counsel to 
handle overflow and conflict of interest cases. The compensation for lawyers working for Public 
Defender Offices should be appropriate for and comparable to other publicly funded lawyers. 
Court Appointed/Conflict Counsel should be paid a reasonable fee, in a timely manner, that 
reflects the cost of overhead and other office expenses, as well as payment for work. Investigators, 
social workers, experts, and other staff and service providers necessary to indigent defense for all 
Indigent Defense Providers should also be compensated in a manner consistent with this Principle. 

STANDARD 2: Essential Components of Effective Representation
Indigent Defense Providers should adopt a client-centered approach to representation 

based around a client’s needs and working with them to achieve their goals. Indigent Defense 
Providers should have the assistance of investigators, social workers, mitigation specialists, experts, 
and other specialized professionals necessary to meet indigent defense needs. Funding for such 
services should be provided to and controlled by Indigent Defense Providers. Indigent Defense 
Providers should address collateral issues that are relevant to their clients’ cases. Indigent Defense 
Providers can offer direct assistance with such issues or establish collaborations with, or provide 
referrals to civil legal services organizations, social services providers, and other lawyers and non-
lawyer professionals.
